1. a few + 复数名词    一些

2. a good few = quite a few = a great / good many  相当多

A few students are playing football in the playground. 许多学生在操场上踢足球。

A good few / Quite a few of them are busy doing their homework in the classroom.

3. a large / great number of + 可数名词复数  许多

4. a handful of + 可数名词复数/ 不可数名词 少量的；一把；很少的

a handful of rice  一把米

a handful of people 少数人

5. a lot of + 不可数名词/ 可数名词复数  许多的，大量的。通常用在肯定句中。

Every year a lot / lots of outstanding students in our school are admitted to many key universities. 每年我们学校都有大量杰出的学生被重点大学录取。

6. plenty of + 不可数名词/ 复数名词   许多；充裕

There is plenty of time left for us to relax ourselves.

7. a large quantity of / large quantities of + 不可数名词/ 可数名词复数    大量；许多

(注意：该结构作主语时，谓语动词的数由quantity的数决定，there be 句型中be 的数也遵循该原则。)

There are large quantities of food in the cupboard.

8. a great deal of + 不可数名词  大量的，很多的；a great deal + 比较级， 表示程度

Eg. Our country has a great deal of coal, oil, and natural gas.

He is great deal taller than I.

9. a little + 不可数名词  一点儿，有点儿,
+用于肯定句，表肯定的意思。little  几乎没有；很少、表示否定之意。

A: Tom, would you give a little more attention to your pronunciation?

B:  I’m sorry, Miss Zhang. I paid little attention to it.

10. a large amount of + 不可数名词   许多；大量

A large amount of money was needed for the project.  

11. large amounts of + 不可数名词； 做主语，谓语动词用复数。

Large amounts of time have been spent doing our boring work.

12. above all = the most important of all 首先；首要

As a human being, we must find something important to do, above all, we must believe in ourselves.

13. above yourself    自高自大

14. according to   根据， 按照----，该词组为介词词组，后接名词、代词或what 引导的名词性从句。（注意：不与opinion/ view 一类的词连用，应为in one’s opinion / view）

According to what the teacher has said, there will be a meeting tomorrow. 

15. be about to do = be on / at the point of doing sth.  即将，将要

We were on the point of giving up(were about to give up) when the captain took charge and encouraged us to save the sinking ship.

16. (not) be about to do sth  不愿，无意做某事

I’ve never done any cooking, and I’m not about to start now.  我从未做过饭，也从未想过从现在开始。
